1.1 First Vision 2020 Asia Pacific Low Vision Workshop

In order to promote the above-mentioned Campaign, AFPB
funded WHO and IAPB to hold the first Vision 2020 Asia Pacific
Regional Low Vision Workshop in Hong Kong in 2001. As a
result, a Low Vision Working Group was formed which recom-
mended to organize 3 National Focal Persons Training Courses
for developing countries in the region and set up a Vision 2020 _
Asia Pacific Low Vision Resource Centre. A

1.2 To organise 3 National Focal Persons Training Courses

In 2004, AFPB funded the holding of the first National Focal |
Persons Training Course on Low Vision in Hong Kong and in (XS
the subsequent two years to organize 2 more such training i 74
courses so as to stimulate and to promote the development y
of low-vision programmes especially in the developing coun-
tries in the Asia-Pacific Region and Africa.

1.3 Vision 2020 Low Vision Resource Centre (LVRC)

In 2003, in collaboration with the WHO, IAPB and CBM, AFPB
provided sponsorship of US$20,000 for setting up of the
Vision 2020 Asia Pacific Regional Low Vision Resource Centre
in Hong Kong within the headquarters of the Hong Kong So-
ciety for the Blind.

The services provided by the Centre include:
- central stock and quality control of low vision devices;

- keeping inventory of low vision devices identified by WHO low vision experts;

- receiving orders from collaborating partners who sponsor purchase of low vision de-
vices to developing countries;

- purchase and dispatch low vision devices to the developing countries;

- LVRC also acts as an exhibition centre of low vision devices.
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2.Funding Projects in Asia

2.1 Support to Vietnam |
In 1998, AFPB sponsored a low vision specialist of the Hong Kong |
Society for the Blind to conduct a preliminary assessment to eval-
uate the feasibility of setting up a low vision clinic in the National
Institute of Ophthalmology (NIO) in Vietnam.

Between 1999 and 2001, follow-up visits were paid to NIO to further investigate the
possibility of developing low vision services. After the visit, an assessment, training
and referral centre for clinical low vision was set up. The service also included the co-
ordination of availability of eye glasses and optical low vision devices.

2.2 Support to India

2.2.1In January 2002, AFPB supported the International
Human Resource Development Centre (HRDC) with a
one-off donation of US$17,067 for the purchase of low vision
devices for equipping a Low Vision Assessment Centre.

The project has helped:

-to train teachers and professionals who are involved in low vision assessment at all
levels;

-to serve a minimum of 300 clients per month who visits the Centre for assessment;

- to provide vision screening and visual efficiency training to the clients identified
through the community-based rehabilitation programmes.

2.2.2 In October 2003, AFPB funded the Tarabai Desai Eye Hospital & Research Centre
to provide 200 free cataract surgeries with IOL implantation for the indigent residents
in Jodhpur District through eye camps organized at various locations in and around
Jodhpur, the second largest city in the state of Rajasthan, India.

2.3 Support to the Philippines Indian Seva Foundation Inc.

In August 2004, AFPB contributed US$12,000 to the Philippines Indian Seva Founda-
tion to provide quality cataract operations at a minimal cost with the support of oph-
thalmologists based in the Philippines. Free surgeries were provided to 200 cataract
patients from low income families in the span of one year.

2.4 Support to Myanmar

In 2010, in collaboration with Helen Keller International, sponsored US$10,000 to sup-
port Myanmar to launch free cataract operation programme for poor cataract suffer-
ers.
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3.Funding projects of the World Blind Union Asia Pacific (WBUAP) Region

3.1 1st WBUAP Regional Massaage Seminar

In 1996, AFPB assisted the WBUAP Region and China Disabled Persons' Federation
(CDPF) to hold the first WBUAP Regional Massage Seminar in Xian, Shaanxi Province,
China with an aim to promote massage as a profession for blind people in the region
and to exchange professional knowledge and skills in massage.

3.2 Setting up of the WBUAP Regional Massage Commission

The WBUAP Regional Massage Commission was founded in 2000 with me as the
Founding Chairman, thus formalising the holding of regional massage seminars every
two years by rotation in the region.

The Commission also meets once a year to discuss matters of common concern espe-
cially in establishing criteria and requirements for model massage shops, for training
of blind masseurs, etc. so as to promote the professional knowledge, skills and status
of blind masseurs in the Asia Pacific Region.

3.3 Development of website for WBUAP Employment Committee

During my term as Chairman of the WBUAP Employment Committee from 2009 to
2013, AFPB sponsored the development of an employment website for WBUAP so as
to promote employment opportunities for the blind in the Asia Pacific region.

3.4 To organize WBUAP Employment Forum
In 2013, AFPB also organised an Asia Pacific Employment [l
Forum in collaboration with China Braille Publishing
House in Beijing, China to raise the awareness of employ-
ers on the abilities of the blind in different occupations.

During my term as Treasurer of ICEVI from 2002 to 2007, AFPB had helped solicited
funding in Hong Kong to support the following ICEVI projects:

- AFPB had solicited a grant of US$642,000 from the Lee Foundation to support ICEVI
Education for All Campaign for 4 years.

- In February 2002: AFPB sponsored a representative group from the Asian region to
attend the ICEVI World Conference held in the Netherlands from 28 July to 2 August,
2002.

- In December 2003: AFPB contributed US$20,000 to support the educational/rehabili-
tation projects to benefit a significant number of low vision children, teachers and
parents in the Asian region.

- In August 2004: AFPB contributed US$10,500 to support 70 people to attend the
West Asia Regional Conference in Delhi which was considered to be a good learning
opportunity for the workers of the blind and blindness with multiple disabilities in
West Asia.

- In July 2005, AFPB donated US$20,000 as scholarship fund to sponsor educators
from developing countries to attend the 12th ICEVI World Conference which placed a
great deal of attention on the areas of low vision and a post conference workshop for
young leadership personnel from the developing world.

5.Funding Projects in China N
In view of the great demand and development
needs of services for people with visual impairment -' e
in China, since 1988, AFPB has focused its support mainly on Chlna through collabora-
tion with the National Health Commission of China, Ministry of Education, China Dis-
abled Persons Federation (CDPF) and All China Women’s Federation as well as interna-
tional organizations and institutions on provincial and municipal level in China to pro-
mote, develop, improve and fund education projects for the blind in China as well as
supporting projects on prevention of blindness.
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5.1 Blind Education

5.1.1 Rebuilding Guangzhou School for the Blind

On the request of Mr. Deng Pu Feng, the then Chairman of
CDPF, AFPB has, since 1988, been helping the Guangzhou § ‘
Education Bureau to rebuild, establish and develop the Q
Guangzhou School for the Blind (now renamed Qiming

School) with an aim to become a model school for the EERA*
blind in southern part of China.

The school was designed and built based on international standards with barrier free
access facilities available. AFPB also provided funding to send education profession-
als in Hong Kong and overseas to the School to conduct training for their teachers
and equip the school with the necessary braille writing equipment, school bags,
braille books, etc. for blind students. AFPB provided subsidy for 5 consecutive years,
too, to poor blind students for their board and lodging expenses through donation
from Lilian Anne Foundation in Holland.

5.1.2Modernization of China Braille Publishing House

From 1990 to 2000, AFPB had successfully acquired a grant of
RMB5 million from Chrlstoﬁel Blindenmission (CBM) and Evange- :
lische Zentralstelle fiir Entwicklungshilfe eV (EZE) for the i
China Braille Publishing House to upgrade and replace all worn out Braille pnntmg
equipment of its Braille Printing Factory so as to ensure adequate supply of college
textbooks and reference books to the blind students on time for their studies.

5.1.3 Support the Setting Up of the 1st National Senior Secondary Class in Qingdao
School for the Blind (QSB)

On the request of CDPF, we had provided support to QSB to set up
the 1st national senior secondary class for the blind in 1993. To
enable the School to commence the class, AFPB had donated the
most advanced German brand Braille Embossor, Braille Duplicator
and low vision devices as well as 11 Perkins Braillers totaling over
HK$250,000. At the same time, we also provide training to the
school teachers as to how to use the said braille equipment. Con- &
tinued support was also provided to the School in regard to teach- i
ers training so as to equip them with the necessary skills to teach
subjects like mathematics, English, etc. for senior secondary stu-
dents.

5.1.4Modernization of Braille Printing Factory operated by Shanghai School for the
Blind

From 2000 to 2004, AFPB helped the Shanghai School for the Blind to
successfully acquire 2 grants of HK$2.4 million and Euro190,000 from
the Hong Kong Bank Foundation to upgrade and replace its Braille
printing equipment, ensuring that the blind students in primary and
secondary schools in China could get the required textbooks before
commencement of the new school term.
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5.1.5 Setting up of 5 Education Resource Centres for the Blind in China

In order to promote inclusive education in China, AFPB sponsored to set up 5 educa-
tion resource centres for the blind between 1996 and 2007. Two are at national level
with one at Qingdao School for the Blind for basic education while another one at
Changchun University for higher education. The other three are at provincial level lo-
cated at Nanning School for the Blind (Guangxi Autonomous Region), Nanjing School
for the Blind (Jiangsu province) and Guiyang School for the Blind (Guizhou province).
The Education Resource Centre set up in Nanning, Guangxi Autonomous Region, was
made available through the generous donation of HK$2.4 million by the late MrY C
Ho.

The one set upin angdao School for the Bllnd was funded by CBM Whlle the others
were funded by the Lee Foundation administered by HSBC Trustee (HK) Ltd. With the
above education resource centres available, blind students were able to study in reg-
ular schools with sufficient teachers’ support and resources available in the provinc-
es concerned.

5.1.6 To promote education opportunities for blind & low vision students to study
in regular schools in Jiangsu Province

From 2013 to 2018, to promote education opportunities for P
blind and low vision children in remote areas of Jiangsu
province, AFPB had secured a 5-year matching grant of
HKS1.9 million from Tsu Te Kian Charitable Foundation
managed by HSBC Trustees (Hong Kong) Ltd. so that 500
blind and low vision students could study in regular schools with the required braille
and computer equipment as well as CCTVs and low vision devices for low vision stu-
dents. Resource teachers training was also provided so that they could render the
necessary teachers’ support to the students concerned.

5.1.7 Teachers Training for Special Education Teachers
Between 90s and 2000s, AFPB had provided
funding to run training programmes for
special education teachers, including orien-
tation & mobility, rehabilitation, blind edu-
cation training, and low vision training for ¢
key special education teachers in different
parts of China with professional trainers
from overseas and Hong Kong.
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5.1.8 Teachers’ Training on Computer technology (hardware & software) and
Brallle equipment for the blind

. == From 2007 to 2010, AFPB sponsored 4 training courses for blind
* school teachers; two were held in Qingdao and two at Nanjing
W’ Schools for the Blind. The training course aimed to enhance teach-
_ R4 ers’ familiarity with new computer technology, operation and
mamtenance of computer hardware and software as well as repair and maintenance
of braille equipment like Perkins Braillers, braille note-takers, etc. After training, we
were pleased to see that teachers were able to help solve the technical problems aris-
ing from computer hardware, software and the braille technical equipment thus facil-
itating blind students to study smoothly without interruption.

5.1.9 Donation of Low Vision Devices for Low Vision Students
Since 1989, to facilitate their study, a variety of im- 7
ported low-vision devices had been donated to hun-
dreds of dozens of low-vision students studying in
blind schools in different parts of China.

5.2.0 Survey for Blind Children

In 1998, in collaboration with CBM, Germany, a survey was conducted among 37 blind
schools for blind children in China with an aim to set priorities and make recommen-
dations for strategies for the control of blindness in children in China.

6. Rehabilitation Programme for the Blind

6.1 First Rehabilitation Training Centre for the Blind in Tai An

In 1996, AFPB provided a grant of RMB300,000 to establish the first rehabilitation
training centre for the blind in Tai An City, Shandong Province, China thus facilitating
blind people to integrate into society and lead an independent life upon completion
of training. The training programme included orientation & mobility, home manage-
ment skills, daily living skills and massage training.

6.2 Setting up of Guangzhou Disabled Persons Federation (GDPF) Rehabilitation
Centre

In 1990s, AFPB had donated HKS1 million to GDPF to set up the GDPF Rehabilitation
Centre to provide rehabilitation training and eye care services for the blind in Guang-
zhou.
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6.3 Rehabilitation Training Programmes for Trainers

Since early 90s, AFPB had funded and organized 4 training [ill
programmes for rehabilitation personnel of CDPF and
teachers of blind schools in China in Beijing, Shanghai, Qin- #
gdao and Guangzhou. The training programme included
orientation and mobility, home management skills, daily
living skills, computer technology, etc. All participants were FIFSSSSSSSETEERN
able to master the necessary skills for training of blind people in rehablhtatlon cen-
tres and blind schools upon completion of the course.

7. Prevention and Elimination of Cataract Blindness

To support Vision 2020 - The Right to Sight Programme, AFPB has spent much efforts
on elimination of cataract blindness, promotion of eye health and county-level oph-
thalmologists’ training.

7.1 Donation from the Late MrY C Ho in support of Cataract Blindness Elimination
Programme

Between 1989 and 1990, Hong Kong philanthropist, the late MrY C g s

Ho, had generously donated a sum of HKS1.9 million to CDPF via i
AFPB in support of a cataract elimination programme so that medi- §
cal teams were sent to remote areas of China to restore the vision of §
1,900 poor cataract patients.

7.2 China Mobile Eye Treatment Centre (METC) Project
This is a successful example of cataract elimination action. The said project was
founded in 1995 and officially launched in March 1996.

Between 1995 and 2001, the late MrY C Ho had donated about HK$20 million to con-
struct 8 METCs. Equipped with modern surgical equipment, 8 METCs travelled to
remote areas of 8 provinces to restore vision of poor cataract sufferers. They included
Shaanm Guangdong, Jiangsu, Shandong, Hellu ngjiang, Shanxi, Yunnan and S|chuan

As at June 2020 43 METCs have been donated to 23 provinces in Chma of which 22
METCs have been scrapped due to wear and tear. Currently, 21 METCs are operating
in 18 Provinces with 3 in Inner Mongolia and 2 in Xinjiang. As at June 2021, over
700,000 cataract sufferers have restored their vision thus bringing happiness to over
700,000 families, thanks to the support of many corporations/foundations especially
Yips Chemical Holdings Limited and Ip Chi Shing Charitable Foundation who donated
S30 mulhon to construct 12 METCs.
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7.3 The Belt and Road Initiative to eliminate cataract blindness in Kampong Cham
Province, Cambodia

In 2017, AFPB was invited by Mr. C.Y. Leung, Vice Chairman of the National Committee
of the Chinese People’s Political Consultative Conference (NCCPPCC), to collaborate
with the “Belt and Road” International Cooperation Hong Kong Centre of which he is
the Chairman and the Ministry of Health of Cambodia to launch this project in Kam-
pong Cham, Cambodia.

The project was officially launched on 17 May, 2018. Two METCs were donated to
Cambodia and stationed at the Kampong Cham Hospital. With the assistance of Hong
Kong Business Association of Cambodia (HKBAC), 2 METCs and all medication and
consumables for cataract surgery had been imported to Kampong Cham safely and
on time for the cataract surgery. HKBAC also donated a 30-seater bus to transport
cataract patients from communes to Kampong Cham Hospital for surgery.

o the Health Commission of Guangxi of China, they had sent 12 medical
teams to Kampong Cham to do cataract surgeries on the 2 METCs from May, 2018 to
December, 2019. As at 16 December, 2019, 6,208 cataract sufferers in Kampong Cham
had restored their vision. On 17 December, 2019 a celebration ceremony was held at
Kampong Cham Hospital announcing the successful completion of the goal to elimi-
nate cataract blindness in Kampong Cham.

7.4 GX Foundation Initiative to eliminate cataract blindness in Prey Veng, Cambo-
dia, Laos, Djibouti and Kenya of Africa
Since 2020, upon invitation of Mr. C.Y.
Leung, Vice-Chairman of NCCPPCC , AFPB
has collaborated with GX Foundation of
which he is the Chairman, to launch METC
project in Prey Veng Province, Laos, Kenya
and Djibouti. So far, 7 METCs have been
built. 2METCs with equipments for Prey
Veng, Laos & Djibouti. 1 METC with 2 sets of
equipments for Kenya.
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7.5 Inner Mongolia Youth Eye Health Project

In 2019, with a generous donation of HK$392,500 from the Eye |,
Care Charitable Foundation, the AFPB donated a youth eye |
health screening bus to Inner Mongolia Autonomous Region. It is __
used for free vision screening for young people in Baotou City [ (S
which has protected the eye health of over 100,000 young people
since then.

7.6 Support to Hong Kong
In 2003, AFPB contributed US$26,000 to the Hong Kong Society Te
for the Blind, towards the operational and equipment costs of a |l
vision screening bus which travelled in Hong Kong to provide
vision screening to young children, the elderly as well as the dis-
abled in schools, kindergartens, institutions, training centres, etc.

8. Conclusion

With the full support of the Executive Committee, our donors and partner organi-
sations, AFPB has made remarkable achievements in the past 40 years and bene-
fitting millions of people in the region. We shall continue our present efforts to
support prevention of blindness projects in the region in the years to come. Please
join hands with us to make a better world for the blind and visually impaired
people in the Region.
