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OUR PROJECTS

The Foundation has continued to fund projects for improving
teaching quality, learning environment, and student support to
both academic and extra-curricular activities.

In the Primary Division, HK$2 million was channelled to various e-learning solutions and related
infrastructure, including 448 i-Pads, CLS and ALS student licences, smart cases and server
installation. In March 2019, a classroom extension project of a substantial scale was completed.

The major work commenced in the Secondary Division was the establishment of two new laboratories,
D-Lab and I-Lab, in the Secondary Division. These are essential facilities for the Innovation and
Design Curriculum in the area of STEAM education, two laboratories for STEAM education in the
Secondary Division. The total cost of the whole project is estimated to be HK$ 11 million.

Proceeds from Annual Giving were also deployed to subsidise sports coaching fees, boarding
school and staff costs, amounting to over HK$4 million. Other key projects included the
construction of a new student activity centre in the covered playground and upgrade of
classrooms and equipment, amounting to approximately HK$3 million.

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INVESTMENT REPORT

Our current investment policy and strategy for Endowment Funds is
to achieve an aggregate annual net return of 4% on the investments.
These funds would be used solely to support the School's initiatives
and activities. In addition, securities and investments offering longer
term capital appreciation are also considered.

The Foundation's financial year ends on 31st August. As at 31st August, 2019, approximately
HK$ 172 million in endowment donations were received, of which HK$129.4 million were
invested in quoted shares (HK$86.0 million) , investment funds (HK$283.1 million) and
bonds (HK$20.3 million) . The balance was held in bank and time deposits. The amount of
interest/dividend received and receivable in 2018/19 was approximately HK$5. 7 million.
Unrealized loss on investments amounted to HK$ 4.8 million as at 31st August 2019.
