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2023 marks the 10th anniversary of Music
children Foundation (MCF). Ever since it
started in 2013, this small and humble
charity organization has served numerous
grassroots families against many odds. |
took up the role of Honorary Treasurerin the
Board of Governors in 2015, and this year |
am honoured to become the Chairman of the Foundation. | have the privilege to
witness the growth and development of MCF and the children in these past years.

Looking back at MCF's operation in 2015, despite we had a team of ardent tutors
and a group of enthusiastic students, the lack of a reasonable regular training
venue and source of funding posed a huge challenge. Yet, we firmly held on to
our vision and mission, understanding that we needed to overcome the hurdles
ahead in orderto serve better and serve more children in disadvantage situations.

During the years of 2017 to 2024 MCF was fortunate to have received the
sponsorship from the Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust to launch the
“Jockey Club Music Children Seed Programme” and “Jockey Club Music Children
Fruit Programme”, unleashing and materialising the potentials of MCF. From
starting to provide services in Sham Shui Po to expanding our service to 11 centres
in other districts MCF had provided trainings to over 6,300 students. In 2023 we
are consolidating our resources and enhancing our curricula to go deeper and
more focused in our music education. In the same year the new LYSCW Music
Children Centre, close to the MCF Office in Cheung Sha Wan was opened. With a
capacity to accommodate 120 students, this has become the home for the Great
Eagle Music Children Ensemble. This professionally constructed venue provides
excellent facilities for trainings, practice and conducting concerts.

2024 will be the start of a new milestone for MCF. Our Music Children and their
families will set out on a new project to become an active force in providing service.
We shall requite the society with what we have gained in the past decade, share
our experience and love with people requiring help. There may be unknowns
ahead, but with a leap of faith, just as the title of our exhibition and concert in
April 2023 - “Beyond the small box lies unlimited imagination”, we shall go out to
touch people’s hearts with music, and carry on with the spirit of giving.

Lastly, | would like to express my heartfelt appreciation to the sponsors, donors,
organizations, tutors, musicians, parents, volunteers, and our hardworking MCF
staff who walked with us and supported us throughout these years. | invite you
all to celebrate with us this 10th anniversary and looking forward to a beautiful
musical world.

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In 2013, inspired by the ethos and good deeds of El Sistema “National Network of
Youth and Children Orchestras of Venezuela” the Pong sister (Annike and Monique)
embarked on a project to establish Music Children Foundation in Hong Kong.
Together with a group of ardent and passionate musicians the foundation started
to provide free-of-charge music education to children from grassroots families.
As we celebrate our 10th anniversary today, we look back at the beginning when
MCF could afford to provide training to several 10 children only; as of today it has
provided services to over 6,300 children from grassroots families.

Our music education programmes include “Music Cradle” for children age 3
to 6; choirs, instruments and ensembles for children age 6 to 16. Throughout
the years we have witnessed the positive changes brought to children and their
families via these training programmes. It is hoped that through their happy
learning experience and public performances children are able to establish
confidence, build characters and develop a sense of achievement. MCF also
organises various activities and seminars to help parents relieve pressure in
order to improve parent/child relationship and to bring harmony into families.
Parents will have the opportunities to network and provide support to each
other. The seeds that had been sown have now become young people attending
secondary schools and universities. They are encouraged to help as volunteers
in our events and as models to their juniors; and learn to give back to society by
establishing the spirit of “help others to self-help”.

In the coming years, while we maintain to provide free-of-charge music
education to grassroots children and families, we will expand our services to
multiple social strata and backgrounds including elderlies, children with special

educational needs and communities requiring help.

The
running of parents dance classes, parents choir and parents volunteers
teams enables them to learn to become carers; it is also a down time to
relax and temporarily getting away from daily matters. This also helps
parents to understand their children’ s challenges in music education, learn
to communicate better with their children with topics surrounding music to
improve relationships.

After two years of practice, the mums were ready to showcase their
achievements confidently. We are grateful to Lo Ying Shek Chi Wai Foundation
for the generous sponsorship of the spacious venue not only for children to
practise but also for parents to hold different musical activities. At the end
of May the mums dance group organised the “In” Mums Showcase where
different groups displayed their moves, to be admired and to learn from
others. Experience sharing sessions were organised to let them exchange
ideas and skills through which their bonding was much strengthened.

In mid-July, the parents choir held a concert “Sing. With Love” and invited
their children to go see their achievements. During the concert children
were excited in taking photos and videos for the parents and giving them
huge encouragement. The final song “Let Music Lives" was sung together
by parents, their children and students of MCF intermediate choir. The
concert ended in great warmth and tenderness, beautiful voices and smiles

of fulfilment, a moving atmosphere filled up the entire arena.
